COMMUNITY CORRECTIONS INTERLOCAL AGREEMENT 

Kevin Hill presented a contract for signatures for the 22
nd

 Judicial District Interlocal 

Cooperative Agreement between Brown, Doniphan, Nemaha and Marshall Counties, 

which designates Brown County as the administrative county for all JJA programs. This 

agreement replaces the agreement with Riley County Community Corrections. The 

Community Correctional Advisory Board will be the same as the JCAB Advisory Board.
